Super Skills Competition
1.30pm Saturday – between Games 8 and 9
Warm up: 5 mins
First half of the ice to be used for skating and goalie warm-up
The back half /far end of the ice is to be used for shooting practice against the boards.

Once the buzzer goes, everyone to the benches except for the fastest skaters. They stay on the center ice. 

In each competition players go in alphabetical team order and goalies go in reverse alphabetical team order!   See list on the next page for the correct order.
#1 Fastest Forward Skater: 

 (One timed lap around the ice, fastest skater wins!)  
#2 Sharp Shooter / Most Accurate Shot:  

 (5 shots against the shooter tutor, you must hit a different pocket each time for it to count, the player with the most points wins!) 
Shoot from the hash marks. Puck must be stationary. 
In the event of a tie, the players will receive an additional 3 pucks – a different pocket must be hit for it to count.  Repeat until you have a winner.   
Give the winners name to Dave to announce.  
#3 Break-Away Relay:  

(One person starts at the blue-line and completes as many breakaway chances in one minute, the person with the most goals wins! One chance to shoot, rebounds will not be counted.  Goalies will be rotated in a pre-determined order.  This event will be used as a warm-up for the goalies in the Top Goalie competition. 
NOTES – Goalies will go in reverse alphabetical team order.  You may end up shooting against your own goalie. 
In the event of a tie, the players repeat the process again for 30 secs. 

#4 Top Goalie Competition and #5 Shootout Star:  
 (The Shootout is a single elimination competition, for both the goalie and the shooter. Shooter skates from center ice.  If the shooter misses the net or the goalie makes the save, the goalie stays in the competition and the shooter is eliminated. If the shooter scores they stay in the competition and the goalie is eliminated.)
Players skate in alphabetical team order, goalies go in reverse alphabetical order.
